· Find or create a picture of your God or Goddess.  You should contribute art of your own in some form, whether it’s actual drawing or creative poster layout.
· Research your God or Goddess to find out all information possible.  Here are some leads, but be creative.  You must include all facts in bold and have at least 5 total facts about your God or Goddess.
· Who are his or her parents?
· Was their anything special about his or her birth?

· What is he or she the God of? (If you have a non-god, tell us why he or she is famous.)
· What is his or her Roman name or counterpart?

· What famous weapons or armor does he or she use?

· What were the major events in his or her life?

· What role does he or she play among the other gods or in human lives?
· For what crime is he or she wanted? (It’s okay to be creative here!)
· Is he or she the god of a particular city?
· Get a piece of poster board and create your “mug shot.”

· This must be colored, and the writing should be big enough and clear enough to read once it is put on the wall.
